Vassalboro Town Forest Trail

The trail provides two interconnected loops each 
about a half mile long on level terrain through 
softwood and hardwood forest. The western trail 
loop begins on the rail bed of the historic 
Wiscasset, Waterville and Farmington Railway 
and then travels through wetlands with bog 
bridging to a second loop on the left or exits right 
onto the soccer field. The second loop also 
includes some bog bridging and emerges near 
the north end of the soccer field. Dogs are 
permitted leashed or under voice command.
